How is the course delivered? 

The course is delivered in an all-virtual environment. What that means to you, the student is this: 

1. PAPER: When your enrollment process is complete, we will mail you (wherever you are in the 

world) a kit containing the following: 1) the full course manual ï real paper in a 3 ring binder 

so you get the whole curriculum in advance 2) a complimentary The Parent as Coach Approach 

Family Kit of products, including the book, CD, DVD, Action Cards & GradeMaker 3) a training 

CD for part of the course that we want you to review frequently and 4) a few goodies and gifts 

such as bookmarks for your marketing your new coaching business. 

2. EMAIL: We will communicate by email for all correspondence. You only need an email 

account. There is no fancy on-line or web-interface system. We will email you the entire 

schedule, logistical information and any additional course materials, and you will print them 

out, hole punch them and add them to your manual. 

3. TELEPHONE: The 45 weekly teleclasses are delivered by your instructor on a bridge line. This 

is a conference call system that we set up. You dial in from wherever you are and you are 

instantly connected to the class. We will record all classes and post them online, so you can 

listen to the class as many times as you want.  There is weekly homework that you email in to 

the instructor. The class is offered on one day of the week at two different times, and you may 

hop onto either time, depending on your schedule that week. You and your coach will work by 

phone as well, as per your schedule.

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Is the course self-paced? 

The course is taught with a learning team, sometimes called a learning cohort. We know that this 

makes the learning ñstickò easier and allows you to apply it to your coaching as soon as possible. 

Therefore, the class is paced all together as a team, in a very logical sequence. Each week, you know 

exactly what to do, what pages we are all reading together, and who your support buddy is.  The flow 

of the course is user-friendly and paced to allow you to integrate your learning within your own life.  

So, we do not refer to this kind of distance learning as self-paced. It is paced as a group. You will need 

to allow 5 ï 6 hours per week average. Some weeks will be less and some will be more. 

Does the course have to take 10 months? 

Yes. In fact, at a more leisurely pace, it could take 2 years. We have condensed the curriculum to 10 

months, because we pace this course to adults, using adult learning theories that are proven to work. 

The course is not referred to as modular, but rather ñlayeredò like a cake. This allows theory to 

practice to guide us into the outcome of becoming Certified Family Coaches in an accelerated learning 

environment.

What is the price of the course?  Are there any discounts available?

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If I live in another country – how do I connect to the bridge line teleclass? Is it a long 

distance call to the USA? 

Our teleconference line is called a bridge line. Our line is USA based technology. You can purchase a 

calling card from your country or state or you can connect via SKYPE from your computer. See 

www.skype.com ï it will take about 15 minutes to set up and you must check to see how much it will 

cost per minute ï it is usually less than 3 cents a minute from most countries. You will have a small 

expense for each call. Each class is 90 minutes. 

What would be expected of me while participating in the course? 

We ask that you play full out. We know that when you are set up to coach and teach and share your 

wisdom with others, a high level of your professionalism and personal discipline will hold you 

accountable. Therefore, we set the course to model this, and ask you to stay on track, be focused and 

present to the course experience, support your fellow students with emails and calls once a week (this 

is our famous buddy support system). You must attend each teleclass. Even if you are out of town or 

on vacation, you must make arrangements to call in.  If you have an emergency, you must contact 

your buddy to help you with the weekôs lesson and support you in staying on track. Your homework is 

a practical application of your learning, and we ask you to send it in 24 hours before the next class so 

your instructor can read and respond to it.
